1. Students arrive: Breakfast served

2. As students enter the commons, Teachers will

a.  give each student a necklace with a picture of a whale, shark, shrimp, lobster, octopus, crab, or plankton.  

b. Students are asked to “organize themselves”  in a food web…which organism will eat the other.  

c. Students are given pink yarn to hold to show the flow of energy as one eats the other. 

d. Teacher will explain how multiple organisms can make up a level within a food web

2. Red cut out arrows are also in the bag of pictures to place in the direction of the energy flow.  

3. Students Draw the food web they created with the names of the organisms and the arrows. 

4. Students draw a triangle and label the organism in the proper part of the triangle representing 

a. PRODUCERS

b. PRIMARY CONSUMER

c. SECONDARY CONSUMER

d. TERTIARY CONSUMER
