Student Instructions for TRACK

1. Turn on the computer and log in.
2. Click on the internet explorer icon to go to the internet.

3. Type the following in the address bar :  www.track.uttelecampus.org
4. After the new TRACK box opens up, click on “get started” in the purple line at the top.

5. Look at the gray box on the left side of the screen, titled Getting Started.  Click on the words that say “First Time set-up”.
6. Scroll all the way down the page and click on the words that say “Check your setup”.  
7. Scroll down and click on the words that say “configure browser.”

8. Scroll down and click on the words that say “Get on TRACK for the TAKS.”

9. If you have a user account already, enter your user name and password to login.  If you do not have a user account, read the 4 steps under Welcome to TRACK and then click “Create Account”.  Fill in the information requested, then click “Create Profile”.  For your username, type your first initial followed by your last name ( for example, Joe Brown would be jbrown).  For your password, enter your birthdate in this format:  mmddyy ( for example, March 3, 1986 would be 030686).     
10. The main TRACK page should open.

11. Find the tools box at the left.  Scroll down to Science, “TRACK Test”, and click on Form A.
12. Begin the test.  You may use the periodic table or formula chart at any time by clicking on the appropriate link, found in the purple line above the question.  It may be easier to use the calculator and periodic table issued to you.

13. Click “next” to move to the next question after selecting an answer.

14. Click the “Finish” when you have answered all questions.  Click “submit assessment”.
15. If you don’t finish the test, choose “save”.  Your chosen answers will be saved until you access the program again.

16. Click quit to return to the portal.  The next time that you access this test, you will have the options of either continuing where you left off or starting over.

To Access Your Results – your test results are automatically updated.
1. Click on the Science – “TRACK learn” link found on the menu.

2. Click on the “Dynamic menu” or Text only, if you prefer.  The “Text only” will not update as the student’s outcome. 
3. Click on “Show menu” along the far left side.

4. All of the 5 TAKS objectives and the Teks expectations are shown.  Depending on the results of your test, the expectations on your menu will be marked with a green check mark, meaning you have mastered that topic or a red circle meaning that you have work to do.  If you have skipped any questions that correspond to a Teks expectation, it will be marked with a pink circle.
5. To access the Tutorials, click on the little gray arrow next to the Teks that you want to study.  Check the box of the lesson from the drop down menu, and the tutorial should open.  At the end of most tutorials are a few questions to assess whether or not you mastered the material.  Your results can be found in the Status Report.
6. To go to another tutorial program, click on another tutorial program.  

7. To exit, click onto Portal Home or Log out in the purple strip across the top.
8. There is a new button called Status Report.  This report tracks the time that you spend on a tutorial program and monitors your results on the quizzes at the end of the tutorial.
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
