THE BARE MINIMUM

Interactions Between Organisms
· to meet basic needs

· population: collection of organisms of one species

· community: collection of interacting populations

· ecosystem: interactions within a community and between communities
4 Types of Relationships

Predation

· Feeding of one organism on another




example: hawk eats mouse  (hawk is predator; mouse is prey)

· allows organisms to obtain necessary energy

· controls populations

· population trends dependent on one another

Parasitism

· symbiotic relationship  (living tother)

· parasite feeds off host


example: fleas on dog  (fleas are parasites; dog is host)

· parasites harm host, but don’t typically kill host

Commensalism

· symbiotic relationship

· one species benefits, but other species not harmed or benefited



example: geese nesting near falcon’s nest.  (geese get protection from 

falcon/ doesn’t really affect falcon

Mutualism

· symbiotic relationship

· both species benefit



example:  crabs living inside mussel  (the crab eats organisms harmful to 

mussel. crabs receive food and shelter.)
